Maundy Thursday — 9th April

We begin the “Great 3 Days” with the Lord and each other. On this night Jesus began His Passover Journey by cele-
brating the Passover and First Mass and ordaining the first Priests and then went out to begin his Passion with the
Agony in the Garden and his trial before the Sanhedrin. We join him in rededicating ourselves to the Mass and the
Priesthood, with thanks for these great gifts, and then join him in his Agony and Trial and dedicate ourselves to fol-
low him to this Good Friday and Easter.

| will be at Prayer with you at 8pm, celebrating the Mass of the Lord’s Supper for all of you and rededicating myself
as your priest, and then from 9.30 to 10pm to join with you and the Lord in His Agony and Trial.
